WHEREAS, when combined with working smoke alarms and proper fire escape planning, fire sprinklers in all new homes can reduce the devastating effects of home fires, and

WHEREAS, by taking part in Home Fire Sprinkler Week, we recognize that protecting new homes with fire sprinklers will make the future safer for residents, first
responders, and entire communities for generations to come.
